Ventspils 4th International Youth Wind Bands Competition

Regulations

1. The organizers of the competition: Ventspils Culture Centre of the City Counsil and Ventspils Secondary Music School  in collaboration with the State Agency of Intangible Cultural Heritage.

2. Time: 19 May, 2012.

3. Place: Ventspils Theatre House “Juras Varti” (Karlines iela 40, Ventspils).

4. The aim of the competition:

4.1. To promote growth of the wind bands’ artistic and professional skills.

4.2. To stimulate youth’s interest about the play of wind-instruments and possibilities of playing music in orchestra.

4.3. To popularize Latvian composers’ works written for wind bands.

4.4. To further bands’ intercommunication, to promote youth wind bands’ recognizing.

4.5. To establish internationally recognized wind band competition.

5. Participants: Youth wind bands which participants are not older than 21    (the older ones could be not more than 10% from the band’s participants).

6. The regulations of the competition:

6.1. The competition goes on in two groups of the level of difficulty – A-the   highest level group, B-the lowest level group. The group is chosen by the band itself after the acquaintance with compulsory compositions.

6.2. It is not allowed to replace wind-instruments for electronic instruments.

6.3. Percussions – timpani, drum set, xylophone, bells, cymbals and bass drum are on the stage. Special and exotic percussions are provided by the bands themselves.

6.4. The organizers definite in wrote the participants about the order and the time of the performance.

7. Repertory:

7.1. The bands A and B play one mandatory composition and optional program according to required timing.

7.2. The length of the program – group A – up to 20 minutes, but not less than 15 minutes.

7.3. The length of the program – group B – up to 15 minutes, but not less than 12 minutes.

8. Mandatory repertory:

8.1. Group A – Peteris Butāns “Kovboja sapnis” (Cowboy’s dream).

8.2. Group B – Gunārs Ordelovskis “Tautas kadriļa”

8.3. The notes of the mandatory repertory could be purchased at the State Agency of Intangible Cultural Heritage, Riga, Pils laukums 4, LV-1365; telephones: +371 7228985, +371 29453043; www.nkmva.gov.lv .

9. Evaluation:

9.1. The competition is evaluated by an international jury consisting of three people according to the following criterions:

9.1.1. intonation, quality of the sound:

9.1.2. dynamics, phrasing;

9.1.3. tempo, rhythm;

9.1.4. style, interpretation;

9.1.5. ensemble performance, overall impression .

9.2. The band earns 10 points for each criterion. The maximum sum of points awarded by a jury member for a mandatory composition is 50 points. The maximum sum of points awarded by a jury member for an optional program is 50 points. Total maximum sum for the performance is 100 points.

9.3. The decision of the jury is not appealed. Each band is going to have a copy of the evaluation of the jury after the announcement of the final results.

9.4. The jury has the rights to reduce the points for the band or to disqualify it in the following situations:

9.4.1. if the band is late for the beginning of the competition without a justification;

9.4.2. if the band exceeds the timing of the performance;

9.4.3. if there is essential discrepancy of the band’s composition .

10. Awarding:

10.1 . The acquirers of the 1st, 2nd, 3rd places receive diplomas and money awards,

  which volume and division are defined by jury.

      10.2. The jury has its rights to assign promoting awards to the bands and

               conductors about their achievements in the competition.

      10.3. The jury has its rights not to assign an award if the artistic level of the band

                is not suitable.

      10.4. The award fund is 1000 Ls (one thousand lats).

12. Additional regulations:

12.1. The cost of travelling and living in Ventspils is paid by the participants themselves.

12.2. The participation in the competition means collaboration in the concerts in different 
places in the town and other enterprises about what the participants will be informed in 
written form after the receiving of the application form.
